The surface must be dry clean and stable. Wood moisture should not exceed 18% RH. Any resin exudations to be 
removed and after drying with a suitable thinner. The product is thoroughly stirred before and during use. 
Note that end grains and joinings are particularly absorbent and should therefore be treated with extra care and in 
abundant quantities. 
The product may be diluted with up to 50% appropiate thinner

Brush / Roller: Working close, Nitrill-gloves and protective glass and A2 mask. 
Spray: Protective clothing, PU-gloves and shield. A2P3 mask, with air supply when needed.
